Re: Wayfinding Signage
Dear Mr. Mayor and Council Members:

Three of the proposed wayfinding signs that will be installed will have a “You Are Here” map on
them. There are two small maps on the four-sided sign at Main and Monroe and a large map on
the sign in the Municipal Parking Lot. The large sign will be similar to the “You Are Here” signs
found at the malls which indicate where shops are located in relationship to each other and the
streets.

We have received a proposal from Nicolson Associates to create the design and artwork for these
maps so that they can be fabricated by Harmon Sign into the actual signs. The proposal includes
on-site survey of the downtown area as to the names of the stores, conceptual designs,
presentation to the committee, revisions and the preparation of the final artwork.

ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF NICOLSON ASSOCIATES TO
CREATE THE DESIGN AND ARTWORK FOR MAPS FOR THREE OF
THE WAYFINDING SIGNS FOR THE WAYFINDING SIGNAGE
PROJECT; APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFORE IN AN AMOUNT
NOT TO EXCEED $6,760; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the City has been working with JJR, LLC since 2006 to improve the
gateway from US23 to downtown Sylvania; and,

WHEREAS, as part of JIR’s review, they have recommended the City install wayfinding
signs; and,

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 124-2009, passed December 7, 2009, accepted the bid, with
alternate, of Harmon Sign and awarded the contract for wayfinding signs to same and authorized
the expenditure for the signage in the amount of $192,202.00; and,

WHEREAS, the Director of Public Service has received a proposal from Nicolson
Associates to create the design and artwork for the “You Are Here” maps to be incorporated into
three of the wayfinding signs; and,

WHEREAS, the proposal includes on-site survey of the downtown area, conceptual
designs, presentation to the committee, revisions and the preparation of the final artwork and
delivery to Harmon Sign to be incorporated into the signs at a cost not to exceed $6,760.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Sylvania, Lucas
County, Ohio, _____members elected thereto concurring:

That the proposal of Nicolson Associates in the amount not to exceed the
total sum of Six Thousand Seven Hundred Sixty Dollars ($6,760) for creating the design and
artwork for the “You Are Here” maps to be incorporated into three of the City’s wayfinding
signs, is hereby accepted.

. SECTION 2. That the Director of Public Service shall promptly give notice to Nicolson
Associates to proceed under the proposal hereby approved and accepted).,



SECTION 3. That to provide funds for said services hereby authorized, there is hereby
appropriated from the CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT FUND from funds therein not heretofore
appropriated to Account No. Account No. 401-7750-53565 - Wayfinding Signage Project the
total sum of Six Thousand Seven Hundred Sixty Dollars ($6,760.00).

Dear Mr. Mayor and Council Members:

In April of last year, the City hired Northwest Consultants, Inc. (NCI) to provide professional
services to design a new storm sewer system, catch basins and a new pavement for the above-
mentioned streets. The plans are about 80% complete and on schedule for bidding this spring.

Last fall and early winter we had several breaks in the existing waterlines in the area where we
are going to replace the street and storm sewer. Because the new storm sewer will be larger,
deeper and not located where the existing storm sewer is, many water service lines and waterlines
must be lowered where the new storm sewer crosses. We now feel that the older, six inch
waterline should be replaced with a new eight inch waterline. The larger line will also increase
the fire flow and diminish the “rust” problem from the older line.

We have requested a proposal from NCI to provide this design work as well as to provide storm
sewer easements for ten parcels that will be affected and benefitted by this project.

We would recommend that the proposal from NCI in the amount of $24,122 be accepted.
