MODIFYING THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE MUNICIPAL
PLANNING COMMISSION TO GRANT A SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO
ALLOW A DAYCARE TO OPERATE AT 5134 ALLEN STREET,
SYLVANIA, OHIO, ON THE APPLICATION OF TIFFANY DuMOND
AND HEATHER WORONEC; APPROVING THE RECOMMENDATION
AS MODIFIED; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, Application SUP-1-2010, dated March 17, 2010, was by Tiffany DuMond
and Heather Woronec, one (1) or more of the owners, lessees or occupants of the premises at
5134 Allen St., Sylvania, Ohio, presented to the Clerk of this Council and by the Clerk presented
to Council on April 5, 2010, and the same thereupon was duly referred to the Municipal Planning
Commission for consideration, recommendation and report; and,

WHEREAS, the Municipal Planning Commission considered said Application on April
14, 2010, and by report dated April 16, 2010, recommended the approval of such request, which
recommendations was as follows:

“MTr. Lindsley moved, Dr. Backus seconded to recommend approval of SUP-1-
2010 by Tiffany DuMond and Heather Woronec to operate a day care center at
5134 Allen Street provided that if the current applicants close the day care facility
the property will revert back to the R-2 Single Family Residential Zoning District.
Vote being: Lindsley, Backus, Husman, Stough (4) aye; (0) nay. Motion passed
by a 4 to 0 vote.”

WHEREAS, this Council, on April 19, 2010, established June 7, 2010, at 7:00 p.m., as
the date and time for the Public Hearing before this Council on said Application; and,

WHEREAS, such Hearing was advertised pursuant to the Codified Ordinances of the City
and notices given as required and the Hearing was duly held at the date, time and location
specified in the notices and advertisements; and,

WHEREAS, said Application was considered by the Committee of the Whole Council on

June 7, 2010, and reported by the Committee to Council with the recommendation for granting of

the Special Use Permit for Tiffany DuMond and Heather Woronec to permit the operation of a
daycare at the site, this Council, on June 7, 2010, ordered the preparation of the necessary
legislation granting such Permit under Section 1153.02(q); and,

WHEREAS, the public hearing was held on June 7, 2010, and thereafter recommended that the
recommendation of the Municipal Planning Commission be modified and that additional requirements
be added to the Special Use Permit, to-wit: install a privacy fence along the South property line from the garag
to the side porch at a height of four feet then from the garage to the rear of yard at a height of seven feet and th
Special Use Permit will be in effect so long as one of the petitioners (Tiffany DuMond or Heather Woronec)
resides at 5143 Allen St., Sylvania, Ohio; and,

WHEREAS, this Council authorized the Director of Law to prepare the appropriate legislation
modifying the recommendation of the Municipal Planning Commission, as hereinabove and hereinafter
set forth and granting said Special Use Permit as so modified; and,

WHEREAS, all things required by law, the Charter of the City of Sylvania, Ohio, and the
Ordinances of the City of Sylvania, Ohio, to be done before said Special Use may be granted,
have been done.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Sylvania, Lucas
County, Ohio, ___ members elected thereto concurring:

SECTION 1. That the recommendation of the Municipal Planning Commission to grant
a Special Use Permit, on Application SUP-1-2010 for Tiffany DuMond and Heather Woronec to
allow the operation of a daycare at 5134 Allen St., Sylvania, Ohio, be, and the same hereby is,
approved, subject to the following: installing a privacy fence along the South property line from
the garage to the side porch at a height of four feet then from the garage to the rear of yard at a

height of seven feet and that one of the petitioners, Tiffany DuMond or Heather Woronec, reside
at 5143 Allen St., Sylvania, Ohio.

SECTION 2. That as so modified the recommendation of the Municipal Planning
Commission to approve Application No. SUP-1-2010 be, and the same hereby is, approved, and
said special use hereby approved is hereby granted for the premises known as 5143 Allen St.,
Sylvania, Ohio.



SECTION 3. That the conditions of the Special Use Permit hereby granted are
mandatory requirements and nothing in this ordinance shall be construed to dispense with, or
waive, the requirement for a building permit.

SECTION 4. That the Secretary of the Municipa! Planning Commission is hereby
authorized and directed to make said changes, provided by the Special Use Permit herein granted,
on the current official zoning maps.

SECTION 5. That the Clerk of Council is hereby authorized and directed to provide
Applicant with a certified copy of this Ordinance.

SECTION 6. It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council

Provided this
Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of five (5) or more members elected to Council, it shall
take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise, it
shall take effect and be in force thirty (30) days after it is approved by the Mayor or as otherwise
provided by this Charter.

ORDINANCE NO. _55 -2010
ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF BRONNER’S COMMERCIAL
DISPLAY FOR THE FURNISHING OF GARLAND AND LIGHTS FOR
DOWNTOWN CHRISTMAS DECORATIONS NOT TO EXCEED THE
TOTAL SUM OF $25,000; APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFORE; AND
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the Downtown Decorations Advisory Board was created in 2009 to oversee
all decorative fixtures, including holiday decorations, in the downtown district; and,

WHEREAS, at the June 7, 2010 meeting of Sylvania City Council, a representative of the
Downtown Decorations Committee made a presentation to Council regarding downtown
Christmas decorations and thereafter requested that Council authorize the purchase of new lights
and garland for the light poles; and,

WHEREAS, Bronner’s Commercial Display has proposed to provide branch garland and
lights for the downtown light poles at a cost not to exceed $25,000; and,

WHEREAS, following the presentation at the June 7, 2010 meeting of Sylvania City’
Council, legislation was authorized for the purchase of the new garland and lights for the
downtown light poles from Bronner’s Commercial Display at a cost not to exceed Twenty-Five
Thousand Dollars ($25,000.00).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Sylvania, Lucas

County, Ohio, members elected thereto concurring:

SECTION 1. That the proposal of Bronner’s Commercial Display, 25 Christmas Lane,
Frankenmuth, MI 48734, not to exceed the total sum of Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars
($25,000.00), for the furnishing of new branch garland and lights for the downtown light poles is
hereby accepted.

SECTION 2. That the Director of Finance of this City be, and he hereby is, authorized to
draw his warrant or warrants for the purposes of said mowing services hereby authorized to the
extent of the appropriation to the respective accounts to which appropriation has hereinabove
been made upon proper voucher or vouchers therefore duly approved by the Mayor.

That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, property and welfare
and for the further reason that the new garland and lights should be ordered immediately to
ensure their arrival for the holiday season. Provided this Ordinance receives the affirmative vote
of five (5) or more members elected to Council, it shall take effect and be in force immediately
upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force thirty
(30) days after it is approved by the Mayor or as otherwise provided by the Charter,
