Dear Mr. Mayor and Council Members:

We have received legislation from the Ohio Department of Transportation (ODOT) that will
enable the City and ODOT to repave Alexis Road between Monroe Street and Whiteford Road as
a joint project. ODOT has prepared the construction documents and will bid out the project in
April for construction this summer.

This is a project similar to the Monroe Street resurfacing that was performed several years ago.

The City will pay for 50% of the resurfacing within the City and 100% of the curb repairs, ADA
ramps and other items that are requested by the City for which Federal aid is not eligible.

Our share of the project cost is estimated to be $454,480.
We would recommend that the legislation for this project be approved.

ENTER INTO A CONTRACT ON BEHALF OF THE CITY OF
SYLVANIA WITH THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
FOR THE IMPROVEMENT OF STATE ROUTE 184; APPROPRIATING
FUNDS FOR SAID IMPROVEMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF $454,480;
AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 79-2009, passed August 17, 2009, authorized the Mayor and
Director of Finance to enter into an Agreement with the Ohio Department of Transportation
through the Director of Transportation for the improvement of State Route 184 (Alexis Road)
from Monroe Street to Flanders Road; and,

WHEREAS, the Director of Transportation has approved said legislation proposing
cooperation and has caused to be made plans and specifications and an estimate of cost and
expense for improving the above described highway and has transmitted copies to the Council of
the City of Sylvania; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Sylvania desires the Director of Transportation to proceed with
the improvement of State Route 184 (Alexis Road) from Monroe Street to Flanders Road; and,

WHEREAS, the City’s share of the cost is now estimated to be in the amount of Four
Hundred Fifty-Four Thousand Four Hundred Eighty Dollars ($454,480.00), but said estimated
amount is to be adjusted in order that the City's ultimate share of said improvement shall
correspond with said percentages of actual costs when said actual costs are determined.
