The proposed project is located within M-2 Heavy Industrial zoned land and is bounded on the
east by Sylvania Southview High School, on the south by an office park and manufacturing, on
the west by a contractor office, storage yard and funeral home and on the north by a single family
home located on the north side of a thirty acre parcel. The southerly fifty feet of this property is a
Toledo Edison easement.

We have reviewed the site drawing and have the following comments:

1. - Asite plan should be submitted for approval which will show grading, utilities,
building dimensions, setbacks, detention areas and other necessary features.

2. Sanitary sewer should be extended to serve all the buildings that will be occupied
and have plumbing fixtures.
3. Sanitary sewer connection fees shall be based on the size of the domestic water

meter(s) and shall be paid prior to obtaining a zoning certificate from the City.
Construction of this project may be in phases.

4. Water service will be provided by the City of Toledo/Lucas County Sanitary
Engineer.

5. The east property line and the easterly 150' + along the north property line should
be properly screened.

6. Dumpsters should be properly screened and maintained.

7. Storm water detention will be required.

When a future plat was developed, this ditch was enclosed from the rear of some lots out to
Elden Drive and then along Elden Drive within the right-of-way. The fifteen feet wide easement
for utilities and storm sewer along the north side of Lot 20 was not used.

Since the ditch has already been enclosed and relocated, this easement is no longer needed by the
City and there are no other utilities utilizing the easement. We would have no objection to

VACATING THE 15' WIDE STORM SEWER AND UTILITY
EASEMENT ALONG THE NORTH LINE OF LOT 20 IN ELDEN’S
RANCH VIEW PLAT II SUBDIVISION (5934 ELDEN DRIVE,
SYLVANIA, OHIO); AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND DIRECTOR OF
FINANCE TO CONVEY THE 15" EASEMENT LYING ALONG THE
NORTH LINE OF LOT 20 IN ELDEN’S RANCH VIEW PLAT II
SUBDIVISION TO THE OWNER OF LOT 20; ORDERING THE
RECORDING OF THE VACATING ORDINANCE; AND DECLARING
AN EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, when the Elden’s Ranch View Plat II subdivision was developed and platted
in 1955, the developer dedicated a utilities and storm sewer easement along the north line of Lot
20; and,

WHEREAS, the property owner of said lots desires to put an auxiliary structure on the
north side of the lot which would encroach upon the storm sewer and utility easement; and,

WHEREAS, inasmuch as the storm sewer has been constructed in the public rights-of-
way, the City of Sylvania would not need this storm sewer and utility easement; and,

WHEREAS, the Director of Public Service has recommended, by report dated May 4,
2010 that the 15' wide storm sewer and utility easement along the north line of Lot 20 in the
Elden’s Ranch View Plat I subdivision be deeded to the owner of Lot 20 (5934 Elden Drive,
Sylvania, Ohio); and,

WHEREAS, this City has no present or future need for a storm sewer and utility

easement over the Subject Property.



NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Sylvania, Lucas

County, Ohio, members elected thereto concurring:

SECTION 1. That this Council is satisfied, and hereby determines, that there is good
cause for the vacation of the storm sewer and utility easement along the north line of Lot 20 in
the Elden’s Ranch View Plat II subdivision and that the vacation of said storm sewer and utility
easement will not be detrimental to the general interest; and that the vacation of said storm sewer
and utility easement should be made.

SECTION 2. That the Mayor and the Director of Finance of this City be, and they
hereby are, authorized to execute and deliver a Quit-Claim deed to the current owner of Lot 20 in
Elden’s Ranch View Plat Il Subdivision in the City of Sylvania, Lucas County, Ohio.

SECTION 3. That the Clerk of Council be, and she hereby is, authorized and directed to
notify the Auditor of Lucas County, Ohio, Real Estate Transfer Division, of such vacation of the
storm sewer and utility easement by presenting said Auditor with a certified copy of this
Ordinance to the Office of the Recorder of Lucas County, Ohio.

SECTION 4. It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the passage of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this
Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in
such formal action, were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal
requirements, including Section 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 5. That the Clerk of Council is hereby directed to post a copy of this
Ordinance in the Office of the Clerk of Council in the Municipal Building pursuant to ARTICLE
I, Section 12, of the Charter of this City.

SECTION 6. That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, property and welfare
and for the further reason that the release of said storm sewer and utility easement is necessary
for the immediate planning, development and orderly growth of the City of Sylvania in the
interest of the public welfare to permit the most beneficial use of said lots. Provided this
Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of five (5) or more members elected to Council, it shall
take effect and be in force immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise, it
shall take effect and be in force thirty (30) days after it is approved by the Mayor or as otherwise
provided by the Charter.
